Distinguished artists of Fabriano 

Allegretto Nuzi (Fabriano 1315 - Fabriano 1373) 

Probably a pupil of Maestro di Campodonico, he moved to Florence in 1346; in his first works, after his return, he has been influenced by the Tuscany school of Bernardo Daddi and Maso di Banco. Later on the artist approached the culture of Siena and Orvieto, alternating the clear imagery of his Stories of St. Lorenzo (cathedral of S.Venanzio in Fabriano) and the solemn monumentality of the detailed decoration of the sacred altar piece (Pentittico and Trittico of the Civic Art Gallery of Fabriano). 

 

Gentile da Fabriano (Fabriano 1370 - Rome 1427) 

Giovanni di Niccolò, known as Gentile da Fabriano, is the greatest artist of the International Gothic. His works were well appreciated and sought after by the most famous buyers of the time. He started his training in Lombardia and then he moved to Venice, where he settled his workshop, hereafter he reached many other cities in which he worked: Brescia, Florence, Siena, Orvieto, Rome etc. His works are kept in the most important museums of the world; his altar piece (now in the Berlin State Museums) was kept in his hometown, where he had returned for a brief period in 1420, the magnificent Polittico di Valle Romita, the standard- now kept at the Getty Museum of Malibù (Los Angeles) and in the collection Magani Rocca di Traversetolo (Parma)- were also kept in his hometown. His masterpiece “The adoration of the Magi”, is kept at the Uffizi Gallery in Florence. 

 

Antonio da Fabriano (? - Fabriano 1489) 

Active in the second half of the XV century, he is one of the greatest painters of the XV century in the Marche. He probably lived in Genoa in 1448, where he became acquainted with Donato De' Bardi and with the Flemish painting and its masters, such as Van Eyck; the masterpiece of Antonio is "St. Girolamo in His Study" (1451) now at Walters Art Museum in Baltimore. Some of his works are kept in Fabriano, in the entrance hall of the Palazzo Baravelli (piazza Miliani) and in the Civic Art Gallery. 

Edgardo Mannucci (Fabriano 1904- Arcevia 1986) 

One of the greatest Italian sculptor of the XX century. He moved to Rome in 1927, there he attended the studio of the sculptor Quirino Ruggeri.

He then became acquainted with Cagli, Afro, Burri, Caporossi and Colla. With these last two artists he joined the group “Origine”. During World War II, his artistic view changed from figurative to abstract art, he wanted to explore the connection between matter and energy. For the latest years of his life he lived in Arcevia. In his works he mixed metal, stones, and glasses together to create sculptures dominated by an extraordinary dynamic energy.

Quirino Ruggeri (Fabriano 1883 - Rome1955) 

He emigrated in the USA and worked there as a tailor, in 1920 he moved back to Rome and he finished his artistic studies- he was self-taught. He was one of the protagonists of the famous exhibition "Valori Plastici" (Rome,1927), and also one of the most well appreciated representative artists of the figurative and monumental Italian sculpture. In his artistic production he focused mainly on the abstract symbolic language. 

Guelfo Bianchini (Fabriano 1937 - Rome 1997) 

One of the most important representative figures of Italian surrealism. 

 

Giuseppe Uncini (Fabriano 1929-2008) 

A pupil of Mannucci, one of the best Italian sculptors, in his works he used different materials, such as cement, brick, iron.

 

Roberto Stelluti (Fabriano 1951) 

One of the most important Italian engravers, he still has a workshop in Fabriano in the ex convent of S.Onofrio (Via Gentile, 44). 

 

Aurelio Ceccarelli (Fabriano 1924) 

Ceccarelli lived and worked abroad for many years, he is a well-appreciated exponent of the great tradition of the Mexican muralism.

 

Roberto Moschini (Fabriano 1937) 

Both artist and researcher, since 1956 he takes part in national and international exhibitions, concerning painting, sculpture and graphics; he often works abroad, in different cities including New York, San Paolo (Brazil), Berlin, Melbourne (Australia), Montevideo (Uruguay) and Alma-Ata (Kazakhstan). 

 

Sirio Bellucci 

He lived in Rome for long time, his works are known for the strong poetic expressiveness.
