DESCRIPTION

The Great Museum of Fabriano, unique in its own way in Europe, is located in the historic centre of the city, inside the Loggiato St. Francesco, in via Cesare Battisti.
Divided into various sections, it is characterized by the wide variety of subjects, collected in a “unicum”, which represents technology and nature, fantasy and mystery, past and present. 
The "Curiosity and Science Fiction" section is dedicated to the fascinating world of prehistory. It is reproduced and set in an outstanding presence of animals (birds, reptiles, etc..) that surround the picturesque environment. 
The vision of great characters, such as “KING KONG” (3.30 m height) and the gigantic “TYRANNOSAURUS” (3.30 m height), stimulates the curiosity of the visitor and appealing to a message full of emotions it introduces the visitor to the mysteries of the unknown. 
In the section “Horror” the visitor can admire, in full size, those horrible monsters that have all along provoked and amplified the collective imagination, such as FRANKESTEIN and the so-called ZOMBIES. 
In the section “Instruments of torture” the visitor is brought back to the most uncivilized and dark period of the Middle Ages, so to get to know closely a variety of tools that were invented to inflict punishments on suspected criminals in order to extort a confession of misdeeds attributed to them. 
The section “Film Special Effects” gathers together a wide representation of aspects, moments, subjects (about 300) connected to the world of Cinema (soon including two Lightsabers used in the movie “Star Wars”). 
The section “UFO” includes flying objects created by the imagination and conventionally defined as hypothetical extraterrestrial spaceships and everything related to them. 
The section dedicated to children: a play area with new characters used in various science fiction and horror movies.
