Oratory of the Charity

The Oratory was decorated in the end of XVI century with a series of valuable frescos made by the mannerist Filippo Bellini (from Urbino). These frescos represent the Spiritual and Corporal Works of Mercy. The Gothic portal stone comes from the former monastery of St Antonio outside the Walls.
